Neuropsychological Testing

A Assesses cognitive functions

A Examples
A Intellectual ability (1Q)
A EXxpressive/receptive language
A Memory
A Executive function (attention, planning, etc.)
A Visual perception and visnabtor integration



Neuropsychological Testing

A When you might request:
A Rule out mental retardation or low cognitive ability
A Rule out dementia
A Establish baseline after brain trauma
A ADHD rule out (some cases)

A Woodcock Johnson Tests of Cognitive Abilities
A Stanford Binet
A Brief measures (RIAS, Slosson, TONI)

A Typically paired with intelligence tests
