TSPP Report:
1. Please contact your representative concerning HB 2163 filed by Rep. Sylvester Turner (D-Houston). This bill prohibits the administration of an antipsychotic or a neuroleptic to a child covered by Medicaid who is younger than 11 years of age unless the state authorizes the medication in advance. Such determination by the state will depend on the child’s diagnosis, approval by the FDA for use of the medication by a person of the child’s age, and whether the child has successfully taken the medication in the past.
